a God who loved the world, in all its diversity, so much that he came in the person | S8 erauimeskamiaye
of his Son to reveal to us that we are ever and always his beloved? The theme for

this year’s Week of Prayer for Christian Unity is ‘“You Are Witnesses.” How can we be witnesses to Jesus
Christ, crucified and risen, the beloved Son of the Father, unless we ourselves let go and allow ourselves to
be transformed by the knowledge that we are loved and lovable? Out of that there comes a whole new sense
of identity and a freedom to be with others who differ from us but are also made in the image and likeness
of God.

At the beginning of 2009 and at its ending we lost two dear friends of Restoration Ministries, both of whom,
in their own way, were pilgrims of unity. One was Terry Donaghy who was on our Board of Directors and
who died on the Feast of the Epiphany. It is fitting that this year during the Week of Prayer for Christian
Unity there will be a celebration of Terry’s life and the launch of a booklet that pays tribute to this
remarkable man. The other was Cardinal Cahal Daly, a former patron of Restoration Ministries and a great
encourager. He died as the old year wore to its close, on New Year’s Eve, at the grand age of 92. Prince
of the Church, philosopher, theologian, I shall remember best his humility, prayerfulness and quiet friend-
ship.

Both men were prophetic, Terry through his quiet, faithful, committed actions and Cardinal Daly through
his courageous words and fearless stance for peace with justice. Both knew themselves to have feet of clay
but also to be the beloved of Jesus. That identity enabled them to be bearers of hope, makers of peace and
to see both life and faith as a pilgrimage. They were witnesses.

In the chaos of these days in Ireland - severe weather conditions, economic crises, political traumas and
stalemates, disillusionment with institutional church, we, too, as the people of God, are called to be
witnesses, image bearers of Jesus, makers of peace, prophetic voices, pilgrims of unity. This is our time
and it is all we have been given. We are being challenged to dream dreams and see visions and then to let
our lives be used to make those dreams and visions a reality. Perhaps above everything else, this island




needs to see us as those who have been seized by an outrageous hope that, no matter how things may appear,
because of Jesus Christ, crucified and risen, all will be well. If that is true for us here in Ireland, then it is true
for our friends around the world also. I do not speak of an easy optimism that disappears when the first winds
of adversity blow, but a hope tried and tested in the furnace of hard times, a hope that affirms a promise given
long ago,

‘Surely his salvation is near to those who honour him;
Our land will be filled with his glory.

Unfailing love and truth have met together.
Righteousness and peace have kissed!

Truth springs up from the earth,

and righteousness smiles down from heaven.
Yes, the Lord pours down his blessings.

Our land will yield its bountiful crops.
Righteousness goes as a herald before him,
preparing the way for his steps.” (Ps 85: 9-13)
